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MAKE UP WORK  

 The student has one school day to 
make up work for each school day 
excused absence (day for a day). 
For example, the student is out for 
4 school days then the student has 
4 school days to turn in the make- 
up work.

They will be accepted, however, 

for at least a 50% before the quar-

ter ends.
